A few finer points regarding the revised First Time (and Non-First Time) Homebuyer Tax Credit bear 

repeating: 

The tax credit applies to homes purchased after Nov 6, 2009 and before July 1, 2010 

First-time homebuyers and non-first-time homebuyers are eligible 

Income limits are increased to $125,000 for single taxpayers, and $225,000 for married tax-

payers for the full credit (FTHB); and $145,000 single and $245,000 married for the partial 

credit (non-FTHB) 

Military personnel on extended duty outside the U.S. for 90 days or more get an extra year to 

buy a house and claim the credit 

To be eligible for the FTHB credit of $8,000 maximum the buyer must: 

Not have owned a principal residence during the 3 years prior to the purchase. 

Buy a single-family principal residence (detached, townhouse, condo, co-op, or mobile home( in the 

U.S. (sign a binding sales contract before May 1, 2010, and settle before July 1, 2010) 

Be a U.S. citizen, or a resident alien as defined by the IRS, Not purchase the home from a related 

person (spouse, parent, grandparent, child, grandchild, etc), Own and live in the home for at least 

3 years, provide proof of purchase when filing income tax return, be at least 18 years of age, not 

be claimed as a dependent by another taxpayer, buy a home for less than $800,000, meet income 

guidelines. 

To be eligible for the non-first-time homebuyer tax credit of $6,500, the buyer must have owned 

and lived in their previous home as principal residence for at least 5 consecutive years of the 8 

years before the purchase, sign a binding sales contract before Ma 1, 2010 and settle before July 

1, 2010. Both tax credits are refundable, i.e. if the buyerõs total federal tax obligation for the year is 

less than the amount of the credit, the difference will be refunded.
