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Fort Mill fastest-growing part of SC, according to Business Week

FORT MILL -- To Fort Mill residents who have watched the school district expand, traffic on the roads increase and neighborhoods appear where farms once stood, this pronouncement comes as no surprise: Fort Mill is one of America’s fastest growing areas, according to “Business Week” magazine. 

Fort Mill Township, which includes the Indian Land panhandle in Lancaster County, ranked as the fastest growing part of South Carolina, according to a “Business Week” story published last week. 

The story cited companies such as Continental Tire and Muzak for drawing residents to the area. 
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The number of households in Fort Mill Township has increased by 8 percent since 2008, the article added, and 91 percent since 2000. 

Average income in the township – $72,090 – is up 23 percent since 2000, the story said. To compile the list of fastest growing cities in each state, the magazine examined cities and towns with more than 10,000 residences, rented or owned, in the city limits and surrounding area and ranked them based on factors including the increase in number of households, income, and household net worth.

A year ago, “Business Week” ranked Fort Mill among the nation’s top 10 most affordable suburbs.
