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PARADISE VALLEY ESTATES

Restrictive Covenants
January 1,1976
Whereas, the owners of Paradise Valley Estates desire to promote the orderly develop-
ment of a homesite subdivision for the mutual benefit of the building Tot owners and
to protect them in the peaceful use and enjoyment of their land, and

Whereas, to further that objective, the owners of Paradise Valley Estates desire to
encourage and expediate the building of homes and to discourage speculation of said
lots.

Now Therefore, the following restrictive and protective restrictions, covenants and
conditions shall from the date hereof apply to each and every tract in the Paradise
Valley Estates, a platted Subdivision, which plat is filed as document No. 132885
with the Clerk and Recorder of Park County, Montana, and the buildings to be
constructed thereon, and shall run with the land:

1. Exposed materials on the outside walls of all buildings shall be appropriate
for the subdivision setting, whether it be wood, stone, brick, block or other
appropriate material. The same provisions shall apply to all fences proposed to be
built.

2. No'bg;t of the §E£{beh¢e of any other building shall be closer than 15 feet from
any lot line, and shall be situated on the lot in full compliance with any sanitary
requirements.

3. No dwelling shall be erected on a land area of less than one lot, as shown by
the original plat or dedication, provided, however, that this restriction shall

not be construed as preventing the erection of a dwelling on more than one lot where
the owner has purchased a tract consisting of two or more lots.

4. Trailers shall not be permitted to occupy the lot except for one year maximum
during the period of construction of a permanent home. This restriction does not
apply to luggage trajlers. No temporary buildings, shack, barn, garage, or other
outbuildings shall be placed on any lot for residential or living quarters.
Permanent homes shall have a minimum of 900 square feet of floor space. Dwelling
must be either single story ranch type, A-frame or modified A-frame construction
with exteriors of either brick, logs or frame siding. Mobile homes are not per-
mitted. Any extension of time or deviation from the above can be requested from
developer or developers agent. The use of so called "vacation camper-trailer"
types are permitted on the basis that they do not become permanent dwellings.

5. Each tract shall be used for residential purposes only, except for emergency
purposes. i X

6. No fire arms shall be discharged within the subdivision, except for emergency
purposes. :

7. No domest{c farmyard animals shall be kept on the premises, except riding
horses,

8. Each lot shall be used and each lot owner shall maintain the premises in a neat
and livable condition, and shall not allow any unsightly buildings or objects to
occupy the land. A commercial hauler is available to remove trash, garbage and
rubbish from the premises. The lot owner will make arrangements to have the garbage
and trash removed, all garbage and trash containers shall be kept screened or hidden
from view.

9. A lot owner shall not suffer or permit any unlawful, improper, or offensive use
of his premises, or any use or occupancy thereof contrary to any local, state, or
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
