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DECLARATION OF PROTECTIVE COVENANTS

THIS DECLARATION is made this /L7 day of Aivem g K., 1998, by WILLIAM
D. and DEBORAH C. JUHNKE, husband and wife, of P. 0. BOX 1322, Livingston,
Montana, hereinafter referred to as "Declarant”;

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Declarant is the owner of the following described property situated in Park
County, Montana;
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Tracts Numbered One A-23.35 acres, Lot One B-22.20 acres, Lot One C-28.30 acres,
more or less of Certificate of Survey No. 1181, records of Park County, Montana,
according to the map or plat thereof on file and of record in the office of the Clerk and
Recorder of Park County, Montana.

WHEREAS, Declarant intends to develop, sell and c<nvey the real property
above described, hereinafter referred to as the Property; and,

| WHEREAS, Declarant desires to subject all of the said real property, and any

i further divisions thereof and the lots and subdivisions thereof to the protective and
restrictive covenants, conditions, restrictions and reservations herein set forth and referred
to as "Covenants”;

NOW, THEREFORE, Declarant does hereby establish, dedicate, declare, publish
and impose upon the property, the following Protective and Restrictive Covenants, which
shall run with the land and shall be binding upon, and be for the benefit of, all person
claiming such property, their grantors, legal representatives, heirs, successors and assigns,
and shall be for the purpose of maintaining a uniform and stable value, character, use and
development of the premises. Such Covenants shall apply to the entire property, and all
improvements placed or erected thereon, unless otherwise specifically expected as herein -
mentioned; and said Covenants shall inure to and pass with each and every parcel, tract,
lot or division. Said Covenants are as follows:

1. A Zoning Compliance Permit shall be obtained prior to any construction.

2. All lot owners shall be incorporated into a the Trail's End Homeowners
Association to share responsibility or road maintenance.

a. Maintenance of that portion of the roadway easement which traverses
Tracts numbered One A-23.35 acres, Lot One B-22-20 acres, Lot One C-28.30 acres
more or less of Certificate of Survey No. 1181, shall be borne by all tract owners on an
equal basis.
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3. No mobile homes or trailer homes or like dwellings, or temporary residential
structures or equipment shall be allowed upon said property except that this restriction
shall not apply to double wide mobile homes, modular house or manufactured home
permanently attached to a permanent foundation. However, this shall not preciude the
storage of recreational vehicles, motor homes and trailers, such as campers, horse trailers,
and like recreational equipment for the personal use and enjoyment of the occupants of
said property, provided that no one shall reside in such recreational vehicles, motor
homes, campers, trailers or other recreational equipment.

4. No junk, junk yards, debris, garbage, waste shall be allowed to accumulate on
any  tract. This shall not apply to motor vehicles screened from view by an appropriate
fence.

5. All utilities, including, but not limited to, electrical service, n: tural gas,

telephone and cable television, serving any permanent structure on the property shall be
constructed underground.

6. No previously used building shall be moved onto any tract, whether for use as a
dwelling or out building.

7. All zoning, land use regulations and all other laws, rules and regulations of any
government or agency under whose jurisdiction the land lies are considered to be part of
these Covenants, and enforceable hereunder; and all of the owners of said lands shafl be
bound by such laws, rules and regulations.

In the event there is a conflict between the Covenants and the applicable zoning,
the most restrictive provisions of either the Covenants or the zoning shall control.

8. No part of the property shall be used for or maintained as a dumping ground for
rubbish, trash, slash, garbage, toxic chemicals, debris or other waste, except when kept in
sanitary containers which shall be disposed of promptly, on a periodic basis of no more
than two weeks' duration.

9. These Covenants may be enforced by the Owner or Owners of any tract
covered by these covenants by an action for damages or for an injunction, and the
prevailing party shall be entitled to his costs and reasonable attorney’s fees. The failure by
the Declarant or another property owner to enforce any Covenant or restriction contained
herein shall not be deemed a waiver or in any way prejudice the rights to later enforce that
Covenant or any other Covenant thereafter or to collect damages for any subsequent
breach of Covenants.

10. The Owners will be: required to comply with the Park County Noxious Weed
Control Board.
a. The Park County Weed Board Supervisor will inspect the property in
the subdivision every year in July to see if sufficient control has taken place.
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b. If adequate control has not been taken place, the Weed Board will make
arrangements to control the weed infestation at the expense of the landowner.

c. If the landowner does not pay the bill from the Park County Weed
Board, the cost of the control efforts will be placed on the landowner's property tax.

11. Boundary fences shall be maintained by the landowners in accordance with
state law.

12. Landowners shall comply with state laws of neighboring agricultural practices
which grant neighboring landowners the right to farm.

13. There shall be no further subdivision of these parcels.

14. The number of dogs shall be limited to two (2) dogs per fandowners and shall
be under control of the landowner at all times.

15. Landowners are aware that the County will only plow snow on the county
road after high priority roads have been cleared.

16. These Covenants shall be effective for a period of twenty-five (25) years,
unless amended as herein set forth, in which case the amendment shall be effective for a

period of twenty-five (25) years after the amendment have been recorded with the Clerk
and recorder of Park County, Montana.
