
TIMBERDALE RANCH OWNER’S ASSOCIATION
ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS, GUIDELINES,

RULES, FEES & PENALTIES

Pursuant to authori W set forth in Article V of the Declaration of
Protective Covenants for Timberdale Ranch recorded as Reception No.
496543 of the records of La Plata County, Co/orado an Architectural
Standards Committee consisting of five (5) resident property owners
has been appointed by the Board of Directors of the Timberdale
Ranch Owner’s Association.

The Board of Directors of the Timberdale Ranch Owner’s Association,
hereby adopts the following Standards and Rules governing the type
of buildings, construction materials and similar matters as provided
in Section 5 Article V of the Declaration of Protective Covenants of
Timberdale Ranch recorded March 12, 1984, as Reception No.
496543, and as amended on June 28, 1984 under the same document
number of the records of La Plata Counw, Colorado. The Standards
and Rules herein are general in nature and are intended to serve as
guidelines in architectural review of proposed buildings, structures,
grading and landscaping in Timberdale Ranch. These Stm~dards and
Rules may be amended or changed from time to time by the
Architectural Standards Committee with the approval of the Board of
Directors of the Timberdale Ranch Owner’s Association.

1. PURPOSE - The Standards and Rules are a guide to the owners
in tzhe Subdivision as to the .type of structures that shall be
permitted. The Standards and Rules are intended only to discourage
construction which would be detrimental to or inconsistent with the
general character of a rural mountaL, a subdivision, in order to protect
the value of all properties in Timbe;dale Ranch. See Recitals in
Protective Covenants.

2. GENERAL STANDARDS - Plans and specifications for the access and
construction of any building, storage structure, fence or other
improvement shall be reviewed for conformity and harmony of exterior
design with existing buildings, topography and finished ground elevation.
See Section 2 Article S. ConformiW and harmony of exterior design do
not require uniformity with structures on other lots.

3. MATERIALS & WORKMANSHIP - All construction shall be of
suitable materials and completed according to county code.
Previously used materials (such as barn siding) shall be permitted
providing that the appearance of the completed structure is finished
and aesthetically pleasing. The use of native and natural materials
such as wood, stone, stucco, earth and the Like are encouraged, but
manufactured materials may be used. Colors shall be restricted to
natural siding or earth tones. Bright or highly contrasting colors shall
not be permitted, nor shall unfinished, Light colored or reflective
roofs be permitted.

No modular homes, mobile homes, trailers, RV’s, teepees or yurts
shall be permitted as permanent Living structures. They will be
allowed for temporary housing, during construction only for a period
no longer than 1 year. Extensions may be approved if home is still
under construction after 1 year and ff the temporary structures are
maintained in a neat and acceptable way to their immediate
surrounding neighbors.

If a temporary structure is desired, you must first have approved
house plans before that structure can be built or installed. This
approval will include an agreed upon time period to both finish the
permanent house and remove the temporary structure.

Current property owners who intended to install a modular home
on their lot prior to the recording of these standards will have 90
days which to notify the Timberdale Board of their intent to install a
modular home. After this 90 day period no modular homes wii1 be
allowed. Any modular homes installed must have extended eaves,
modified entrances, at least 3 1/2 X 12 roof pitch, natural wood
siding and added decks; plans for modular structures should be
submitted for approval prior to purchase of said structure.

4. DESIGN - No specific design standards are adopted. Innovative
design (that is earth, straw baJe, so!at or adobe houses etc.) 
permitted provided the overall design shall not present an
appearance which is detrimental to Timberdale Ranch. Houses must
have a minimum of 1,000 square feet of living space.

5. SITE PLACEMENT - All buildings and structures shall be located on
lots in such a manner that the finished structures do not block or obstruct
the views of adjoining owners. Screening by fences or landscaping of
accessory buildings and equipment (that is propane, gasoline or water
tanks, etc.) is required. See Section 6 Article VIII.
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6. TRENCHING - Trenching for underground power or other lines
across common property (roads) or neighbors driveways shall 
discussed with your contact person and affected neighbors before
commencement of such work. If substantial trenching is required ,the
property owner will need to post a bond (see Fees Section of Rules 
Regulations) with TROA to ensure all roads or driveways are restored
to their previous condition within 30 days of completion of utility work.
The bond will be returned immediately upon inspection and approval
of the affected area by the Architectural Standards Committee.

7. BUILDING CODES - All construction shall conform to La Plata
County building and land use codes. The owner is responsible for
obtaining necessary permits and complying with such regulations.
The Committee review shall not constitute, directly or indirectly, a
determination that the proposed structure complies with such
regulations.

8. LANDSCAPING - Any major landscaping projects that will
dramatically change the natural look of the current terrain must be
approved by the Architectural Standards Committee. Any
landscaping must blend with the natural surroundings and not
detract from the aesthetics of the neighborhood. To prevent dust, all
graded or unearthed areas must be replanted or seeded within 60
days of completion of work or if in the non-growing season within 30
days of the next planting season. All landscaped areas must be
maintained properly.
Fencing is allowed with approval of the Architectural Standards
Committee. All fencing must blend in with the natural surroundings
and be aesthetically pleasing - natural wood fences are preferred.
No chain link fences are allowed, except for small dog runs. (Article
3 - Section 3)

9. LIGHTING - Exterior lighting must not shine on or illuminate
any neighbor’s residence and must be approved by the ASC. (Article
3 - Section 7)
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10. REQUIRED SUBMITTAL - Submittal to the Architectural
Stmadards Committee for approval shall include a general drawing or
plan showing the nature, kind, shape, size, height, type of exterior "
materials and location of the structure and driveway access thereto.
The site plot should show location of septic systems, propane or
gasoline tanks and necessary fencing or landscaping. It is not
required that such submittal be prepared by an architect or an
engineer; however, the submittal shall be sufficient to enable the
Committee to review the proposed structure for general compliance
with these Standards and Rules. The nature of any tempora_w
housing placed on the lot to be utilized during construction must also
be indicated with the submittal. Minor deviations from the submittal
shall be permitted but should be discussed with your contact person,
so long as the general character and location of the structure conform
with the submittal.

We are certain you share our intent that the homes in Timberdale
Ranch should blend beautifully with the natural surroundings.

The ASC Guidelines follow. Here is how to use them:

1. Read this, and the Protective Covenants regarding architecture
and land use THOROUGHLY. Where applicable here, they are cited as
Art. X Sec. Y.

2. As you begin planning your home, call the Architectural
Stm~dards Committee Chairperson (listed at the end of these
Guidelines).

3. Before completing your plans with your architect or builder,
definitely call the chairperson again to find out who your contact
person will be and to arrange for your submittal.

4. Submit to the chairperson 2 copies of your plans; include name,
address, telephone number, contractor name, lot number, a site plot,
¯ your timeline and if you expect to live on site during construction,
your plan for temporary housing. Allow at least 30 days between
your submittal and the commencement of your construction.
Because there might be changes necessary after the review, we
recommend at least 30 days if possible. If for some reason the
.4a-chitecmral Standards Committee does not respond to your
submittal within 30 days of receipt, your submittal is automatically
approved.

Your approval or a list of items needing to be addressed will be
returned with a copy of your plans.

GENERAL RULES FOR TIMBERDALE RANCH
SUBDIVISION, LA PLATA COUNTY, COLORADO

1. SERVICE YARDS & TRASH - Unsightly old cars, equipment~
materials, trash or clothes lines must be screened or concealed from
public view of roads and neighbors and must not detract from the
aesthetic value of the neighborhood.
Trash and trash cans will not be left roadside for more than 24
hours. If owners desire to leave their trash can next to the road
permanently, a natural wood or stone shelter must be constructed to
conceal the trash can. Shelters and location must be approved before
construction.

2. NUISANCES - No noxious or offensive activities shall be
carried out on any lot nor shall anything be done thereon which may
become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood.

NOISE - Ongoing, irritating noise is not permitted in Timberdale
Ranch. Frequently barking dogs must be kept indoors. Construction
and equipment noise is permitted between 8:00am-6:OOpm only on
Monday - Saturday.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLES - Operation of any off-road recreational
vehicle; i.e. snowmobiles, motorcycles, 4 wheelers, ..... is not
permitted on any lot, common space or road in Timberdale Ranch.
Operation of street legal motorcycles or 4 wheel drives is permitted
only to enter and exit Timberdale Ranch. Any vehicle used for
snowplowing is permitted.

EQUESTRIMq ACTrv’ITIES - All owners intending to use the common
meadow to graze their horses need to contact the Equestrian
Manager by May 1 of each new year to set up a rotation schedule.
As of January 1, 1998 residents interested in boarding their horses
in the ranch barn will be charged a fee as determined by the
equestrian committee.
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The above rules governed by the Timberdale Ranch Owner’s
Association, Timberclale Ranch, La Plata County, CO are adopted
this , clay of 1998.

FEES AND PENALTIES FOR TIMBERDALE RANCH OWNER’S ASSOCIATION

2. PENALTIES - Failure to adhere to the recorded guidelines,
rules, regulations or covenants of Timberdale Ranch Subdivision will
result in the following;

~ Step I - The first infraction or non-compliance will result
in a written notice of infraction.

~ Step 2 - After 30 days of non-compliance or after the
second infraction - Lot owner will be levied a fine
of $i00.

~ Step 3 - After 60 days of non-compliance or after the third
infraction The Association has the right to take
whatever steps are necessary to correct or remove
the source of the non-compliance or infraction at
the Lot Owners expense or The Association may
levy a $300 Free.

~ Step 4 o After 120 days of non-compliance or after the 4th
infraction The Association may seek injunctive
relief or file a lien on the Lot Owners property in
accordance with the recorded covenants.

The above architectural standards, guidelines, fees and penalties
governed by the Timberdale Ranch Owner’s Association, Tirnberdale
Ranch, La Plata Counw, Colorado are adopted the 31st of March,1998.
