CONFIDENTIALITY AND NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT

THIS CONFIDENTIALITY AND NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT the "Agreement"), is

entered into on _____________, 2012 (the "Effective Date") United Victor Realty, LLC, with its business address located at 2248 East 12th Street Brooklyn, NY 11229  (UVR), and _________________, with its business address located at______________________________ (together with its affiliates, agents and assigns,

the "Company").

UVR proposes to disclose certain confidential and proprietary information (the "Confidential information" as herein defined) to the Company in connection with the Company's consideration of an acquisition or an investment in or financing of a certain asset/s which include but are not limited to real estate, real estate owned property (....REO"). notes, and asset and mortgage backed securities ("Asset8" or "Investments or "Transaction").

1. The Assets or Investment or Transaction. The Confidential Information will refer to the asset! s as set forth in Exhibit A to this Agreement, as to be transferred by UVR to the Company following the signing of this Agreement.

2. Definition of Confidential Information. Confidential information shall include all data, materials. Business plans, financial information and models, contacts of executives and other decision-makers, and other information disclosed or submitted, orally. in writing or by any other media to the Company by UVR. However, Confidential information shall not include the following - data freely available in the public domain. Nothing herein shall require UVR to disclose any of its information.

3. Limitations on Disclosure of Confidential Information. The Company shall not, directly or indirectly, disclose, in whole or in part, either orally or in writing, any of the Confidential Information received from UVR, except to the extent the Confidential information reasonably needs to be discussed with its officers, directors, advisors, or employees with a specific need to know, The Company will not disclose, publish or otherwise reveal any of the Confidential Information received from UVR to any other party whatsoever except with the specific prior written authorization of UVR, in the form of an executed confidentiality agreement provided by the Company in a form reasonably acceptable to UVR. Other than in the ordinary course of business, the Company will not directly or indirectly contact any seller, broker, property manager, developer, or banker and will direct all inquiries about the investment directly to UVR.
4. Limitations on Use of Confidential information. The Company shall use the confidential information for the purposes of evaluating the proposed transaction and for no other purpose whatsoever. Confidential Information is, and shall at all times remain the sole and exclusive property of UVR.

5. Legal Requirement to Disclose Confidential Information. In the event that Company becomes legally compelled to disclose any of the Confidential Information pursuant to any court order or process or under regulations by any governmental agency, Company shall so notify UVR and provide UVR with an opportunity to intervene within a reasonable time before Company furnishes that portion of the Confidential Information which  Company is legally compelled to disclose.

6. Right of UVR to Seek Equitable Relief. In the event of breach or default. or threatened breach or default of any term or condition of this: Agreement, the Company acknowledges that damages to UVR may be impossible to determine, or may be an inappropriate to remedy the actual loss to UVR. Therefore, in addition to any direct or indirect damages sustained by UVR, Company agrees that UVR shall be entitled to specific performance and injunctive or other equitable relief as remedy for breach. Furthermore, and for the purpose of this agreement, the Company acknowledges that the equitable relief would be at least equal to double the value of the standard finder's fee commission paid to a real estate broker in New York City for introducing such a transaction.

7. Agency:. The Company agrees to work exclusively through UVR for all matters related to the Assets and any Transactions involving the Assets. Additionally, the Company agrees to direct all questions, comments} offerings, and communication of any kind regarding the Assets to UVR, and will refrain from contacting seller of the Assets without express or written consent of UVR.

8. Compensation. As compensation for the UVR's services, the Company shall compensate UVR six (6) percent of the total purchase price of any Assets purchased through the UVR to and including $1,000,000 and three (3) percent of the total purchase price of any Assets purchased through the UVR on the excess above $1,000,000
9. Partial Invalidity. If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid for any reason, no other provisions hereof shall be affected and the remainder of the Agreement shall continue in full force and effect as if said provision had never been a part of this Agreement.

10. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.

11. Amendment. This Agreement shall not be altered, amended or modified by course of performance of in any other manner except in writing signed by parties hereto. .

12. Term. The Agreement and all obligations herein shall remain in effect until the period ending 12 (Twelve) months from the date of its execution. However, should any Transaction be consummated, following the termination of this Agreement, the UVR's entitlements for Compensation for its introduction of this Transaction shall survive the termination of this Agreement for an additional period of 2 (Two) years.

13. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed under the laws of the State of New York and its meaning and construction shall be governed by New York law without effect of its conflicts of law provisions. It shall be binding on all parties and their successors and assigns.

14. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed to separate counterparts, including in electronic signature, each of which shall constitute an original binding on the parties.
15. Miscellaneous. Exhibit A may be updated periodically with the consent of the parties without fully executing a subsequent Agreement.
