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This guide is provided as a convenient reference to most of the rules and regulations of Pheasant Run at Barnegat.  It is not intended to usurp the authority granted by the Articles of Incorporation, the Declaration of Restrictive and Protective Covenants or the Bylaws of Pheasant Run at Barnegat.  Any conflict of interpretation between this guide and the aforementioned documents shall be governed by the aforementioned documents.
Further information and clarification of these rules and regulations may be obtained by consulting with these documents or by contacting the Board of Trustees or the management company.
This quick reference guide of rules and regulations was adopted by Board Resolution on January 2, 1992 by the authority granted to the Board of Trustees by Article V, Section F of the Bylaws of Pheasant Run at Barnegat and updated by Board resolution on November 15, 2006.

Common Property is all property within the boundaries of Pheasant Run at Barnegat, except the individually owned lots, but including the streets within the community.

1. VEHICLES & PARKING

1.1. The speed limit in Pheasant Run is 25 mph.  All STOP signs must be observed.

1.2. The following vehicle types may not be parked, driven or stored on the common property or on any individually owned lot:
1.2.1. Abandoned, disabled or stored vehicles

1.2.2. Motorcycles

1.2.3. Boats and trailers

1.2.4. Trailers of any kind

1.2.5. Recreational vehicles or campers

1.2.6. Trucks, commercial vehicles, vehicles with commercial writing on their exteriors (except those vehicles that are servicing the property during normal business hours).

1.2.7. Any other type of vehicle which cannot fit into a residential garage.

1.3. Parking of any vehicle on any portion of the common property is prohibited between the hours of 2:00 am and 7:00 am, or during any other time that would interfere with snow removal.
1.4. Vehicles may not be parked so as to overhang or obstruct sidewalks.

1.5. Motor vehicles of any type may not be driven on any portion of the open space of the common property that is not intended for vehicular traffic.

2. INDIVIDUAL PROPERTIES

2.1. Properties may not be used for any purpose other than a residential dwelling.
2.2. Exterior antennas of any type are not permitted on any portions of the lot or dwelling, except as may be authorized by the Association.

2.3. No exterior modifications, including color changes, may be made without the written permission of the Architectural Review Committee (ARC).  Forms are available in the office for this purpose.  Note that some building modifications may also require a building permit from the Township of Barnegat.  A building permit will not be issued without an approved ARC application.

2.4. Air conditioners may not be installed through walls or windows.  Only central type units are permitted and require ARC approval.
2.5. Private wells and sewerage disposal systems are prohibited.

2.6. Temporary structures of any type are not permitted on any lot.

2.7. Perimeter fences of any type of material are prohibited.
No Lot Owner within the Property shall be permitted to erect, construct, install or maintain a perimeter fence on an individual dwelling lot of any kind, type or nature whatsoever.  For this purpose the term "perimeter fence" shall include, but not be limited to, any contiguous barrier of any height or thickness and constructed of any material.

2.8. Non-perimeter decorative fences of any kind are prohibited.

No Lot Owner within the Property shall be permitted to erect, construct, install or maintain any non-perimeter decorative fence of any kind, type or nature whatsoever unless said Lot Owner shall have first obtained the prior express written permission from the Board of Trustees of the Association.  For this purpose the term "non-perimeter decorative fence" shall include, but not be limited to, any barrier of any height or thickness and constructed of any material located on or near any portion of any boundary of a dwelling lot in Property. 

The Board of Trustees of the Association may not grant authorization or approval for the erection, construction, installation or maintenance of any non-perimeter decorative fence unless and until the ARC Committee and then Board of Trustees shall have first viewed the subject dwelling Lot which is the subject of a request to erect a non-perimeter decorative fence and obtained the concurrence and assent for the proposed non-perimeter decorative fence from all neighboring property owners who would be affected thereby either by 
reason or proximity or their respective lots to the subject lot or by line of sight from their respective lots to the subject lot. Patio railing may be permitted by the approving entities providing the patio railing be confined to just the patio area and may not exceed 42 Inches in height. It must not be of picket design; it must have a smooth railing around the top and bottom of the enclosure.

Enclosures with spindle design may be of wood, vinyl or other approved materials. The space between spindles must be no less than 3 inches and a maximum of 5 inches and must be a see-through design.

ARC applications with sketches attached must be approved before going to the Board of Trustees for approval and before any work can begin.

2.9. The transfer, sale, gift, lease, assignment or grant of any lot must be reported to the Board of Trustees in writing.  Forms are available in the clubhouse office.  The Association and the management company must be notified 15 days prior to change of occupancy of a unit due to sale, rental or any other occupancy change.  In the case of the sale of a unit, a copy of the closing statement must be provided to the management company within 30 days of closing.

2.10. A lot or dwelling may not be used for hotel or transient purposes.  The minimum rental period for any lot or dwelling is one (1) year.  Tenants must meet the age restriction requirements.

2.11. No type of above-ground or in-ground swimming pool is permitted on any lot.

2.12. Signs of any kind are not permitted except for one (1) “For Rent or “For Sale” sign no larger than 2 ft. by 2 ft. placed in the window on the interior of the dwelling.

2.13. Outside storage is prohibited except for lawn, patio furniture and grills which must be stored on the patio only.

2.14. Garbage may be stored outside the dwelling only in approved enclosures.
All new and replacement garbage can enclosures shall not be more that 3 feet wide by 5 feet long and 48 inches high with the opening in the rear.

Enclosures with picket design may be of wood, vinyl or other approved materials. The space between pickets should be no wider than one (1) inch.

Enclosures with lattice design may be of wood, vinyl or other approved materials. Openings in lattice should be no more than 2 3/4 inches square.

ARC applications with sketches attached must be approved before any work begins.

2.15. Garbage may not be placed curbside before 6:00 pm of the day preceding pickup.  You must use trash cans and avoid plastic trash bags, as these are often torn open by birds and animals.
2.16. Any activity which may be an annoyance or nuisance to adjacent lot owners is prohibited.

2.17. Clothes lines are permitted in rear yards only and must be removed when not in use.  Their use is restricted to 8:00 am to 5:00 pm on weekdays only.

2.18. The Association will provide snow clearing, lawn cutting and fertilization.  All other maintenance on the lot is the homeowner’s responsibility. 
2.19. Artificial vegetation of any type is prohibited on the exterior portion of any lot.
2.20. In the event a homeowner removes the only tree from the front yard of his or her lot, he or she shall replace the tree in the front yard area with a species noted on the Board approved list which is available in the Clubhouse. Such tree must be a shade tree of not less than six feet in height.  Replacement tree must be planted within six months of removal of original tree.  Grounds Committee approval is required prior to planting.
2.21. Shrub and flower plantings are only permitted within a 3 ft. area around the unit and up to 5 ft. in the front of the dwelling.

2.22. Only ornamental shrubs and flowers are permitted within planting beds that are visible from the street.

2.23. Items of décor may be displayed on the exterior facings of the unit and are limited to a reasonable number.  Only items which are customarily intended for this purpose are permitted.
2.24. Bug zappers are prohibited.

2.25. Flag poles which are secured to the unit are permitted, but are limited to display of the American flag only, and must adhere to the principles of flag etiquette.

2.26. Window coverings which are visible from the exterior of a unit may be white, off-white or pastel in color.

2.27. All work on the outside of your house must be approved by the ARC Committee with the homeowner(s) to sign off to ARC committee’s approval.
2.28. Original asphalt driveways may be replaced at the same width or widened to a width not to exceed 11 feet. They must be in compliance with Policy Resolution #12 regarding replacement of asphalt driveways and require prior ARC Committee written approval.
3. PETS
3.1. Pets are limited to one dog or one cat per dwelling, visitors included.

3.2. Pets may not be allowed to run free and must be leashed at all times when outside.

3.3. Pet droppings must be picked up and disposed of at owners dwelling.  Disposal in street catch basins is prohibited.

3.4. Pets may be walked only in the streets.

3.5. Dog sheds or any other types of structure used to house pets are prohibited on the lot.

3.6. Pets may not be tied outside the dwelling and left unattended.

4. CHILDREN & GUESTS

4.1. Baseball or other games may not be played on any street or court.

4.2. Skateboards are prohibited.

4.3. Guests must be accompanied by a resident for sign in purposes and must have guest badge while in a recreation area.

4.4. Residents will be held responsible for all actions of their guests.

4.5. Guests are further governed by the Clubhouse, Tennis Court and Pool rules when using these facilities.

5. COMMON PROPERTY

5.1. No planting, gardening, fences or other use of the common property is permitted for the exclusive and personal use of any individual lot owner, except for the following with a maximum intrusion of 10 ft.

5.1.1. Random plantings of trees and shrubs with the approval of the Grounds Committee.

5.1.2. Planting of wildflowers.

5.1.3. Birdhouses-birdbaths.

5.2. No live trees or shrubs may be cut or removed from common property without Grounds Committee approval.
5.3. Removal of dead trees, brush and other debris will be permitted with the approval of the Grounds Committee at the homeowner’s expense.

6. AGE RESTRICTIONS

6.1. Occupancy of dwellings is limited to persons over the age of 55.
6.2. A husband or wife of any age may occupy a dwelling provided the resident spouse is over the age of 55.

6.3. Dwellings may not be occupied by any child under the age of 19.

6.4. A child age 19 and over is permitted to occupy a dwelling only with an age qualified parent, as described in 6.1 and 6.2 above.
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
